Corrales discurrird simultaneo, entre ambos sin
prescindir de ninguno. Se presentan aqui siete de estos poemas, algunos
inéditos. También dos viviendas para esta ciudad, cuya documentacion
nunca publicada se muestra como reflejo de estos versos. Proyectadas
entre 1966 y 1967, manifiestan la misma dualidad simultanea cuyo re-
sultado se revela como signo de identidad de su arquitectura.

If the sky and its panorama
represent lightness, mutability and movement, the earth and its landscape
are their opposites. Corrales will run simultaneously, between the two
without dispensing with any. Seven of these poems are presented here,
some of them unpublished, two houses for this city, whose documenta-
tion was never published is shown as a reflection of these verses. Projected
between 1966 and 1967, they manifest the same simultaneous duality
whose result is revealed as a sign of identity of his architecture. In them,
the section is making its way, light in its dialogue with the land.
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
