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Resumen: Esta investigacion analiza la produccion fotogréficay escrita del fotégrafo britdnico Charles Clifford (1819-1863),
realizada fundamentalmente en Espaia entre 1852-1863, con el fin de determinar los motivos detrds de su imagen propia
del pais. En la primera parte se analizan aspectos socioculturales de Madrid en 1850, afio de su llegada, el negocio foto-
gréfico al que paso a formar parte, y las relaciones politicas entre Gran Bretafia y Espafia. En la segunda parte, se examina
detalladamente, la vida y produccion fotogréfica de Clifford y por primera vez, su libro, A Photographic Scramble through
Spain. La Ultima parte del trabajo se centra en la imagen de Espafia de Clifford, para determinar hasta qué punto se trata
de una imagen preconcebida de un britdnico. Asimismo, se analizan las singularidades de su fotografia y sus principales
influencias literarias y artisticas.
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Abstract: My research analyses the photographic and literary work of British photographer, Charles Clifford (1819-1863),
produced mainly in Spain between 1852 and 1863, to determine the reasons behind the creation of his own personal image of
this country. The first part studies some sociocultural aspects of Madrid in 1850, year of his arrival, the business of photography
in the capital of which he became a part and the political relations between Britain and Spain. The second part examines in
detail, Clifford’s life and photographic production and, for the first time, his book A Photographic Scramble through Spain.
The final part focuses on Clifford’s image of Spain to find out the extent to which it is a preconceived British image. The
original aspects of Clifford’s photography and its main artistic and literary influences are likewise analysed.
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
